PROJECT BRIEF

As experts in special needs furniture for schools Klick were asked to provide a food
technology classroom design for Dawn House, a school for children and young people
aged 5-19 years with severe or complex communication difficulties. The design was to
provide an ordered environment and a dedicated workspace for each student.
THERESULTS

To open up the space the Klick refurbishment team proposed removing a store room,
creating space for 6 separate workstations.

Special Educational Needs Adjustable Height Furniture

A bespoke teacher’s desk design was developed including an adjustable height unit
and dedicated demonstration bench with space for theory work on the other side.
This allows students to sit around the front of the bench under close supervision.
Design Details for Special Needs Furniture

The practical zone was designed so that each student would have their own separate
area for cooking with a generous space between each station. The peninsulas allow all
students to face the front during practical tasks.

Having all students forwards facing and furniture with clean lines creates good sight
lines, making it easier for the teaching staff to manage lessons and observe activities.
The school also selected Trespa worktops and light grey doors with lime contrasting
edging creating a freshinterior that is easy to keep clean. Tall storage units were provided
for equipment and other essentials previously kept in the store room.
